He can go to school be-
cause his mom and dad are part of a cocoa farmer organization called Kuapa Kokoo. This group of
farmers even owns their own chocolate company, Divine Chocolate! Farmers from Kuapa Kokoo

make enough money from selling cocoa to take care of their community by building schools and

providing school supplies. It might seem strange that going to school could give somebody deep
joy, but Elias knows that going to school will provide a bright future full of promise. It's like rejoic- L
ing in God’s promise, the promise that John the Baptist points to by announcing the coming of Jesus TN
Christ.

When parents have earned enough money from work, they can afford to do things like send their children to school.
Because we are all created by God, we all deserve to be able to find jobs that pay us enough money so that we can af-
ford the things we need for a good life.

Adult Initiation | Adults who wish to become Roman Catholics are enrolled in a formation process that includes prayer, dialogue, instruction, and

introduction to the Church’s life and values, rituals and tradition. Call the parish office for more information.

Marriage | St. Mary Parish rejoices with parishioners who are preparing for the Sacrament of Matrimony. The Church requires at least four
months’ time before the marriage for adequate preparation. A parish wedding information packet is available at the parish office.
Ministry of Care | Ministers of Care visit the homes of the sick, homebound, or hospitalized and bring Holy Communion to them. Call the parish

office when a pastoral visit is desired. The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick is administered by the parish priest upon
request.
